Suggestions For Hazardous Substance Receipt

The delivery of parcels containing Hazardous Substances to the school reception area is not ideal but a reality in most schools. Here are some ideas from the recent comments may help make this area safer. Here are some ideas from your comments:

Things the school may be able to do to improve this area:

1/Receipt of parcels containing hazardous substances – identifying and managing these parcels at the point of arrival.
· Inform reception on expected day of delivery of Hazardous Substances if possible.

· Designate a space for receiving Hazardous Parcels in reception area. This area should be away from heaters and in places where students have no access.

· Train office staff receiving Hazardous Substances to look for the Hazard icons on the package and take urgent action to notify appropriate personnel.

2/ A reception area protocol for immediate delivery to appropriate storage facilitates.
· Inform reception that students are not to handle parcels with Hazard Icons on them.

· Inform caretakers of proper handling of Parcels containing Hazardous Substances. Eg. Do not place on side, procedure if leaks are detected.

· Move parcels at a time when corridors are not congested.

 

Things the chemical supplier can do:
· Ask supplier to make parcel Attn Science Dept.

· Package chemical containers properly in suitably sized boxes and clearly label with Hazard Icons and appropriate documentation.

· Ask if they can email the expected day/approximate time of delivery.
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
